ANNA KLEVEN ARTIST’S STATEMENT 

For this piece, I used an Exacto knife to carve up black paper. Once the vision finally came to me, I 

worked impulsively, incorporating mistakes as I went. I was inspired by congregation members’ 

responses to the Advent prompt I dream of a world where…, as well as the organizing, care work, and 

defense that has been happening here during and after Operation Metro Surge. In the middle of the 

piece there is a circle that represents our Source, and then radiating out, our scaffold of needs for 

care and respect: self, then between our most loved, then within a larger community. Around the 

edges are plants and (parts of) animals from the land we call home. The motifs in the four corners 

are inspired by Dio Cramer + collaborators’ mini-altars in Powderhorn—and I’ve filled them with 

books, food, toiletries, and instruments—to show that helping each other meet all of our needs, 

especially in these conditions, is holy work. The medium of papercut feels apt for the theme of hope. 

Just as our individual hope, sorrow, pride, and shame come from the same place, to be known and 

held together, each image is cut and held together by a single sheet of paper. The piece is now in the 

Community Room as a reminder of our hopes, dreams, and resilience.
